Clear Communication and Pre-Planning:

! Your Wedding Professional wil need a Clear Idea of You, Yourstyle and what You Love. Your pre-planning
session will cover this. Last minute lists can be more hassle than help. Make sure to go over this several we eks
prior to your wedding.

! You should designate someone you trust (Mom, Bridesmaid, Friend, etc) to be a Liaison for you and the
photographer. Thatway you can be free to enjoy the day, the photographer can consultwith your designated
person, and that person can help gather family and guests for any d esired group photograp hs.

! You should plan out yourday, keeping in mind the time frame you have purchased. Know ahead of ime what
you will do if you run late. Your photographer won't want to be bugging you ab out the tim e, they want you to
ENJOY your day, not worry about it.

Helping Guests Help You.

! Guests all want to help, some enjoy picture taking, and may want to do so during your wedding. You will want
to check with your photographer to see ifthisis possible, and if it costs exta.

! To allow them to make the most positive contribution, Try and make a separate time (perhaps during the
reception) for them to snap pictures of the bridal party and Bride and groom . That way their snapshots don't
interfere with your real photographs. This Assures You Re ceive Full Value for the Time You Hired Your Professio nal.

To Make Sure Guests Can Take the Images They Want, - and NotRuin the Professional Photographs You
Have Paid For,,, Have Your Designhated Person M ake Sure the Guests Understand Some Guidelines:

! Their Flash can Ruin Your Photographs. Whether their flash is pointed at the photograp her, or at the subjects,
their flash if popped at the same time as Your photo grap her, will ruin your image. Simply Ask the m to w ait.
They can waste all your photography time. By bumping the Professional photographer, or By stealing away the
subjects eyes when your photographer is photographing. How many times have you seen group photographs
with one or more people looking off to the side,,,? Someone distracted them, and its Your Photograph, and
Your Time That Is Being Wasted. “Just a Minute” Really adds up fast. Ask them to wait.
! Any Group photographs or “AlterRetums” can, with the ful cooperation of the guests, be finished in 15 minutes
or less, leaving Loads of time for them to snap away to their he arts content.
